Overview 
Pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 20-2-2083(b)(12), the State Charter Schools Commission of Georgia (SCSC) must conduct annual training for the governing boards of state charter schools.  Members of the governing boards of a state charter school must attend the training provided by the SCSC as required by O.C.G.A. § 20-2-2084(f).  For Fiscal Year 2014, the SCSC will conduct said training December 9-10 in Atlanta, Georgia.  The SCSC cannot waive provisions of state law, including training requirements for members of governing boards of state charter schools.  However, for FY14 only, the SCSC will not report the failure of school or board members to attend the training if the SCSC Executive Director approves the school’s request to opt-out of the training.
