FY18 templates and process from LEAs.

* This option fully captures all information that is
considered by the Ga DOE as absolutely necessary to
define and collect a plan regarding how the LEA will
Isupport its students using federal funds under the ESSA
aw.

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Second Option: Streamlined CLIP

* The streamlined CLIP allows a LEA to use a locally
developed comprehensive needs assessment and has a
resulting plan in place that it sees as fully addressing and
encompassing the absolutely necessary information that
the Ga DOE has defined in the SLDS application for how
the LEA will support its students under the ESSA law. In
using this option, the LEA will not submit a plan through
the SLDS application.
